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Class Outline for Ms. Griffith’s class

All students have an individualized education plan which identifies the student’s strengths and weaknesses. The students have goals and objectives based on their individualized needs. Progress towards these goals are determined quarterly and new goals are written annually. 


This year the students will be developing reading skills through The Daily 5 Cafe, Reading Mastery Series, Soar to Success, and Fundations. They will focus on strengthing letter sounds, blending sounds to words, and increasing fluency to build comprehension. Students will also participate in daily Café 5 rounds to help increase reading skills and build reading comprehension strategies.  In math, My Math, Daily 3, and Touch Math will be used to assist students in writing numbers, reviewing simple addition and subtraction skills, and introducing two-digit addition and subtraction. Math will also focus on time, money, geometry concepts, and problem solving. Writing skills will be developed through language development and exposure to writing sentences. The Lucy Calkins writing method will be utilized to develop student’s ideas and getting them to write in paragraph form. Science and Social Studies for students will be done through grade level units.


This year I will be going into some regular education class to team teach, support and modify classroom instruction. My efforts in these classrooms will consist of co-teaching and providing support for the regular education teacher, daily 5, classroom modifications, and individually working with students in the areas of concern.  My program is based around flexibility and taking the students from where they are at and trying to get them to where they need to be for the appropriate grade level.
